Pre-Registration
Before you can register your team for a playing league, you must first make sure all of your players have US Club Soccer passes as well as your staff.

1. Initial information: Send to Eric Johnsen (ekjohnsen@sbcglobal.net )your team name, age group and gender of players.  For all coaches and managers, send their names, addresses, email, phone, position with the team.  Eric will set your team up on US Club Soccer with password of your team name (e.g. galaxy).  He will also email your team ID #, which you will need for registration.  

2. Once I have completed inputting your team, coaches and manager information on the system, it is necessary for each coach, assistant coach or manager to complete a background check online on the US Club Soccer site prior to being issued a pass card.  

The URL for the background check is http://www.usclubsoccer.org/main.aspx?sec_id=15&guid=8236fefa-6eed-47c7-9440-dc9ddd5ce8b8 .  Click on “Staff Background Check Application” in the first paragraph, after you have signed in with your email and password (provided by Eric).  Follow the instructions for completing the background check on the screen.  You will be asked your position with the team, so pull down the menu to your position.  When you get to the main screen, and it asks for the type of membership, click on Club or Academy, pause for a few seconds, and then use the pull down menu to select “Monterey County Futbol Club” from the menu.  After selecting this, fill out the remaining information and click on Submit when you are done.  It will take about one week to turn around the background check, so don’t wait until the last minute to do this.

3.  Players must complete the US Club Soccer registration and medical release form prior to registration (included on last page of this packet).  This signed form will be retained by the team manager, as this is the medical release if needed during a match or practice.  Once you have all the player information, you will then need to access the US Club Soccer site using your email and password, and register your entire team of players.  Need all player information and scanned birth certificate (to a JPG file) for each player before you perform your online registration with US Club Soccer.  You will also need a 1-1/2” x 1” photo, but not for the player registration on line.  These will be affixed to the player pass later.
a. Once you register your team and all of your players are input on the system, you will need to send to Eric a credit card number, name on the card, expiration date and 3-digit code that will be used to pay for the passes.  This information will be discarded by me once the passes have been paid for.  Only the Registrar (Eric) can request passes to be issued, and I will want your assurance that the player liability forms are signed and in your possession.

b. For each registration, you will pay either $12/player (U9-U12) or $16/player (U13-U23) and $10/coach or manager. Passcards will come in a couple days via PDF file to the registrar, and then forwarded to the coach.

c. Passes should be printed out, a photo attached and the passes laminated.  These constitute your playing passes.  Player passes are good through July, 2011, and then new passes need to be requested for 2011-12.  If you are not playing in US Club Soccer leagues or tournaments prior to 7/1/10, then wait to register your players until mid-July when the new fiscal year goes into effect.
d. Passes for coaches and managers are good for two years.

Once you have register your players via US Club Soccer, you next need to register the team for the spring league.  Norcal Premier League oversees the spring league.  The Website: Norcal Premier - http://www.norcalpremier.com/leaguereg/region2/index_E.html will allow you to register the team in the appropriate age category.  You will need to set up a username and password so you can register the team.  Follow the online instructions for Spring League registration on the screen, as they are self-explanatory.  Just make sure that you pick the right age category for your team. 

Once your team is registered with US Club Soccer, you can enter any US Club Soccer tournaments and leagues, provided you are accepted into the tournaments and leagues.
